8.1 CORE Research Introduction
The CORE Research Committee has funds available for organizing and implementing resident and student research projects at CORE facilities.  Awards are competitive with review being conducted on a project-by-project basis.  Based on available funds the CORE Research Committee will review proposals based on (1) scientific merit of the project.  (2) year of training (residents have priority over students), (3) the potential for completion of the proposed objectives during the grant period, (4) the appropriateness of the budget and (5) the potential for publication.  All selected proposals must be reviewed and approved by the Ohio University Institutional Review Board (IRB) before funding is awarded.
