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Policy:
  All osteopathic applicants to Your Hospital osteopathic graduate medical education programs must have completed and have passed COMLEX-USA Level 1, and Level 2-CE and 2-PE examinations of the National Board of Osteopathic Medical Education in order to be eligible for postgraduate training at Your Hospital.  All allopathic applicants to Your Hospital ACGME programs must have passed Parts I and II of the USMLE (United States Medical Licensing Exam) in order to be eligible for postgraduate training at Your Hospital.  

Postgraduate trainees at Your Hospital must successfully complete and pass the COMLEX-USA Level III examination given by the National Board of Osteopathic Medical Examiners (NBOME) or  USMLE Part III given by the US Medical Licensing Exam by the beginning of their third year of postgraduate training.  Non-compliance with this policy will result in suspension from training at Your Hospital.   
Purpose:     Documentation of passing is a requirement for promotion to the third year of postgraduate training and of graduation from a Graduate Medical Education training program at Your Hospital.


Procedure for Part III:  

1. The Department of Medical Education will post application deadlines and test dates.  Downloadable applications are available on line.  

2. Trainees are responsible for completing the application and paying all test fees.

3. Trainees must obtain approval from the Program Director

for time off utilizing a Request for Time Off form.

4. Trainees will submit the results of their scores to the Department of Medical Education immediately upon receipt of scores.

5. The DME and Program Directors will review a COMLEX-USA Level III and USMLE Part III report bi-annually.
